Administration (NOAA) of the United States announced $3.9 million to the
Marine Technology Society (MTS) to establish a multi-year framework to
engage the Ocean Enterprise as part of President Biden’s Investing in
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America agenda. The Ocean Enterprise includes public, private, non-profit,
tribal and academic entities that provide ocean observation, measurement
and forecasting data or deliver operational ocean information products and
services.
